
 
 

 

As long as we have lived on the this farm folks have been asking us when we were going to share our experiences 

with their children in a more structured setting rather than just for a little while when visiting our family.  From 

the beginning, we knew we needed to wait until our children were older. Well, now they’re older.   

 

Little T Farms will be holding a one week farm school June 6th-10th.  Let your child experience our every day 

farm life from caring for animals and gardening to food preparation.  On a daily basis we will cover milking, 

feeding and watering cattle, goats, sheep, chickens, a donkey, chickens, rabbits and other farm chores.  Special 

projects include insect collection and identification, leaf collection and tree identification, wheat grinding and 

baking, and other back to basics or nature-based skills.  

Our target age this year will be for students entering grades 2 to 5.  We will be limiting the number of children 

attending.  We want to be sure to provide a learning experience your child will remember for the rest of his or her 

life. 

 

While children may begin arriving at 7:30, we will start our day each morning at 8:00 and end at 1:00.  We will 

provide one mid morning snack and lunch.  The cost of the school is $250 for the week.  This cost includes all 

snacks, meals and supplies.  We will give a discount for the second child in a family.  

 

Children will need sunscreen, tennis shoes, a plastic bag for dirty or wet clothing, a complete change of clothes, 

one pair of shorts and t-shirt that the children can swim in, and a towel for each day.  Remember this is farm 

school.  Do not send anything that you don't want used or dirty!
